Rules and Information for Exhibitors
PARTICIPANTS FROM ALL CALDERDALE COMMUNITY WELCOME
People of all ages/abilities are encouraged to take part in any Class.

All entry forms for exhibits must be received by the Secretary no later than Friday 7" August
2026. These can be emailed to the Secretary in advance via horticulture@halifaxshow.uk or
printed off and brought to the Horticulture Tent with exhibits on Friday 7" August between
1.00pm — 8.30pm. No entries will be admitted without a completed entry form. Spare
forms will be available in the tent.

A policy of ‘no fee — no prize money’ now applies to all classes. However, 1%, 2", 37 and
Special Prize winners will still receive award cards/certificates in the usual way.

In certain classes (identified below), trophies will be awarded. These remain the property of
the The Halifax Agricultural Society Ltd. and should be returned to the Secretary the
following year (please bring no later than Friday 7™ August or contact the Secretary to
arrange collection). Any change of contact details should be notified immediately.

Any trophies awarded to successful exhibitors from previous years should be returned to the
Secretary. These are the property of The Halifax Agricultural Society Ltd.

No new entries in any Class will be allowed on Show Day. All exhibits must be brought to
the Horticulture Tent with entry forms on Friday 7" August between 1.00pm — 8.30pm. All
entrants for the Floral Art sections should build their entries in the tent on Friday between
these hours to be left in the tent overnight. Final tweaks can be made on Show Day
between 7.00am — 8.00am but, as with other Classes, no new exhibits will be accepted.

Class tickets will be supplied. Exhibitors will be responsible for placing them by their
exhibits.
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Trays and stands must be supplied by the exhibitor. However, show vases will be available
for flower exhibits. Exhibitor’s own vases will be allowed in Section C (not considered in
judging, only the flowers/displays themselves).

Access to the Horticulture Tent will be given to those wishing to check the staging of their
entries between 7.00am — 8.00am on the day of the Show, Saturday 8™ August. No new
entries will be accepted at this time. All exhibitors must vacate the tent by 8.00am so that
judging may commence promptly. Temporary access passes will be supplied to those not
wishing to buy entrance tickets for the Show (when exhibits delivered on Friday 7" August).

The show is protected by a Security Guard who is present overnight on 7/8™ August.
However, the Committee does not take any responsibility for damage or loss sustained to
exhibits at any time.

Apart from the Floral Art Classes (Section E), all exhibits must be grown by the exhibitors
themselves.

Commercial nursery entries will not be allowed, but prizes of vouchers from local nurseries
are encouraged for their own marketing purposes (please contact the Secretary to get
involved).

Any objection to the decision of the Judge/s should be made in writing to the Secretary on
Show Day by 12 noon. The Judge/s will be informed, and a considered response given the
same day. However, the Judge’s decision will be final.

Entries should not be removed from the tent before 4.30pm on Show Day, in order that the
displays remain intact for visitors. Any exhibits unclaimed after this time may be sold and
the proceeds of the sale applied for the benefit of the Society.

Cabbage, Green. 1 dish of 1, with 6cm stalk and guard leaves attached
Cabbage to Cut. Any colour with 6cm stalk attached

Lettuce. 1 dish of 1, as grown (roots washed)

. A Truss of Tomatoes (ripening accepted)

Create an attractive planter, using a re-purposed container (maximum size 30cm x 30cm),
featuring plants that will attract pollinators. To be judged on quality, variety and visual
impact
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Floral Art Classes (Section E)

All entries must be assembled on site on Friday 7*" August (1.00pm — 8.30pm - please use tables
provided, not display areas). Exhibits to be composed of natural plant material, with or without
accessories, contained within a space/container as specified. Background, bases, drapes, exhibit
titles and mechanics may be included, but should not exceed the space allowed. No artificial flowers
or plants may be used. Dried flowers and plant material can be used on their own or combined with
fresh, as preferred, in any display. Oversized exhibits will be excluded from judging.

1. “Pretty Posy” — create a delightful floral posy in a bowl of your choice but overall exhibit
width no wider than 30cm (including overhang). Will be judged in the round.

2. “Summer Sizzler” — vibrant, scorching hot and showing what you’ve got! Space allowed
70cm x 70cm. Height unlimited. Will be judged front facing but viewed in the round.

3. “Horseshoe Show Stopper”— make a table-top wreath in the shape of a horseshoe. Distance
across the widest part (including overhang of display) no more than 50cm max, but smaller
exhibits will also be judged. Pre-formed bases can be used.

4. “Three-part Harmony” — any 3 blooms, arranged with any other natural materials, to
emphasise the qualities of each and their beauty together. Space allowed 50cm x 50cm.
Height unlimited. Will be judged front facing but viewed in the round.
